ABSTRACTS OF SOME ARTICLES

Shuper, V. A. The Theory of Economic Landscape on the 20th-century Scene. This article is dedicated to
the work of August Lasch (1906—1945), whose theory of economic landscape is still the corner-
stone for those branches of economics and geography which study the problems of (spatial) dis-
tribution. Apart from having made an indispensable contribution to the conceptualization of
these problems, Losch is also meritorious for having anticipated certain ideas considered as key-
note in the late 20th-century science. In particular, his work dealt with the problems of self--
organization in non-equilibrium systems, which are nowadays being intensely elaborated in the
field of synergetics. Though tragically short, Losch’s life can be viewed as an example of fortitude
in defending the highest standards of scientific research, as well as upholding the principles of
freedom and responsibility, and intellectual resistance to the totalitarian regime.

Rezanov, I. A. The Shaping of and Interactions between Research Methods in Earth Sciences. This article
gives an overview of the emergence of different methods in geology, geography, and geophysics
from the ancient times to the present. The early 19th and the early20th centuries are pointed out
as the two epochs pre-eminent with respect to the emergence of new methods in earth sciences.

Liubimov, Iu. A. P. A. Florensky’s Studies in the Field of Physics. This article presents the first systematic
account of P. A. Florensky’s major works in both fundamental and applied physics. Although
Florensky himself did not regard his works in the field of physics as truly professional, quite a
few of them proved to be of a high prognostic value. Particularly significant in this sense is his
monograph on «Dielectrics and their application» (1924), predicting the role of semi-conductors, the
connection between the dielectric permeability of a substance and its molecular structure, etc.
Thearticle also analyzes Florensky’s book «Imaginarities in geometry» (1922) in connection with his
interpretation of special relativity theory, showing that Florensky turned out to have reached a num-
ber of extremely profound conclusions that were confirmed in the subsequent development of phys-
ics, such as those concerning the existence of black holes, the direction of time flow, etc.

Novikov, S. P. Mathematicians and Physicisists in the Academy of the 1960s—80s. This article recounts
certain episodes from the life of the Soviet physical-mathematical community in 1960s—80s,
narrated by an immediate participant in those events. The main actors in the narrative are such
eminent scientists as A. D. Alexandrov, I. M. Vinogradov, M. A. Leontovich. The comparative
characteristics are given of the moral atmosphere in the quarters of mathematicians and physi-
cists of those days.

Ermolaeva, N. S. On the So-called «Leningrad Mathematical Front». This article deals with the first wave of
pressure exerted by the Soviet authorities upon the country’s mathematicians, which resulted in the
shut-down of the Leningrad Mathematical Society. These events are shown to have served as an
«overture» to the subsequent persecution of an outstanding mathematician N. N, Luzin in 1936.

Krivonosov, Iu'. L. Physicists and Philosophers Kept on Joking... Based on the secret materials of the former
CPSU's Department of Science, Higher Education and Schools, and other Party bodies, this article
analyzes the ways used by the Soviet system to struggle with dissent in the academic quarters.

Yaroshevsky, M. G‘i Danilicheva, M. A. The First Scientific-Educational Center for Human Studies in the
Wor'ld (the history of St. Petersburg Psychoneurological University). This article examines the es-
tablishment of the first free people’s university in the pre-revolutionary Russia, conceived and
headed b}j V M._Bekhterev. The program of that institution was aimed at unde';aking the com-
plex multldls?lpllnary study of the human person as an integral system. The socially progressive
cha}'acter of 1ts program, as well as its democratic ways (e. g., the abolishment of any class and
national restrictions whatsoever), made the University, entitled the Psychoneurological Insti-
tute, a target for constant attacks on the part of governmental authorities.

Sir otklm_a,l. E. The Beginning of Psychiatry in Russia: Private Psychiatric Clinics and Sanatoria. This ar-
ticle explores the development of Russian psychiatry in the late 19th — early 20th centuries, fo-
cusing on such specific types of psychiatric practice as sanatoria and clinics for neurotics. The
abundance pf those institutions is interpreted as an evidence of the change in the very conception
of mental disease by the turn of the century, whereby the range of diseases susceptible of psychi-
atric treatment enlarged so as to embrace, e. g., «nervous weakness» and «overstrainy. The novel
private institutions provided favorable conditions not only for the patients, but also for the doc-
tors: the psychiatrists who worked there could develop their concepts and ‘uphold their ways of
teatment more freely than it was possible within the precincts of the existent public hospitals.
